

CAT202 – Class 1: Old Testament


Readings for Class 1 – Old Testament

Lev.26 Verses 3 to 6

[3] "If you walk in my statutes and observe my commandments and do them, 
[4] then I will give you your rains in their season, and the land shall yield its increase, and the trees of the field shall yield their fruit. 
[5] And your threshing shall last to the time of vintage, and the vintage shall last to the time for sowing; and you shall eat your bread to the full, and dwell in your land securely. 
[6] And I will give peace in the land, and you shall lie down, and none shall make you afraid; and I will remove evil beasts from the land, and the sword shall not go through your land. 

Deut.5 Verses 1 to 3

[1] And Moses summoned all Israel, and said to them, "Hear, O Israel, the statutes and the ordinances which I speak in your hearing this day, and you shall learn them and be careful to do them. 
[2] The LORD our God made a covenant with us in Horeb. 
[3] Not with our fathers did the LORD make this covenant, but with us, who are all of us here alive this day. 

Neh.8 Verses 2 to 8

[2] And Ezra the priest brought the law before the assembly, both men and women and all who could hear with understanding, on the first day of the seventh month. 
[3] And he read from it facing the square before the Water Gate from early morning until midday, in the presence of the men and the women and those who could understand; and the ears of all the people were attentive to the book of the law. 
[4] And Ezra the scribe stood on a wooden pulpit which they had made for the purpose; and beside him stood Mattithi'ah, Shema, Anai'ah, Uri'ah, Hilki'ah, and Ma-asei'ah on his right hand; and Pedai'ah, Mish'a-el, Malchi'jah, Hashum, Hash-bad'danah, Zechari'ah, and Meshul'lam on his left hand. 
[5] And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the people, for he was above all the people; and when he opened it all the people stood. 
[6] And Ezra blessed the LORD, the great God; and all the people answered, "Amen, Amen," lifting up their hands; and they bowed their heads and worshiped the LORD with their faces to the ground. 
[7] Also Jesh'ua, Bani, Sherebi'ah, Jamin, Akkub, Shab'bethai, Hodi'ah, Ma-asei'ah, Keli'ta, Azari'ah, Jo'zabad, Hanan, Pelai'ah, the Levites, helped the people to understand the law, while the people remained in their places. 
[8] And they read from the book, from the law of God, clearly; and they gave the sense, so that the people understood the reading. 

Deut.6 Verses 4 to 9

[4] "Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD; 
[5] and you shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your might. 
[6] And these words which I command you this day shall be upon your heart; 
[7] and you shall teach them diligently to your children, and shall talk of them when you sit in your house, and when you walk by the way, and when you lie down, and when you rise. 
[8] And you shall bind them as a sign upon your hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes. 
[9] And you shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. 

1Kgs.2 Verses 1 to 4

[1] When David's time to die drew near, he charged Solomon his son, saying, 
[2] "I am about to go the way of all the earth. Be strong, and show yourself a man, 
[3] and keep the charge of the LORD your God, walking in his ways and keeping his statutes, his commandments, his ordinances, and his testimonies, as it is written in the law of Moses, that you may prosper in all that you do and wherever you turn; 
[4] that the LORD may establish his word which he spoke concerning me, saying, `If your sons take heed to their way, to walk before me in faithfulness with all their heart and with all their soul, there shall not fail you a man on the throne of Israel.' 

Josh.1 Verses 7 to 8

[7] Only be strong and very courageous, being careful to do according to all the law which Moses my servant commanded you; turn not from it to the right hand or to the left, that you may have good success wherever you go. 
[8] This book of the law shall not depart out of your mouth, but you shall meditate on it day and night, that you may be careful to do according to all that is written in it; for then you shall make your way prosperous, and then you shall have good success. 

Ezra.7 Verses 25 to 26

[25] "And you, Ezra, according to the wisdom of your God which is in your hand, appoint magistrates and judges who may judge all the people in the province Beyond the River, all such as know the laws of your God; and those who do not know them, you shall teach. 
[26] Whoever will not obey the law of your God and the law of the king, let judgment be strictly executed upon him, whether for death or for banishment or for confiscation of his goods or for imprisonment." 

Ps.19 Verses 7 to 9

[7] The law of the LORD is perfect,
reviving the soul;
the testimony of the LORD is sure,
making wise the simple;
[8] the precepts of the LORD are right,
rejoicing the heart;
the commandment of the LORD is pure,
enlightening the eyes;
[9] the fear of the LORD is clean,
enduring for ever;
the ordinances of the LORD are true,
and righteous altogether.

Qoh.7 Verses 11 to 12

[11] Wisdom is good with an inheritance,
an advantage to those who see the sun.
[12] For the protection of wisdom is like the protection of money;
and the advantage of knowledge is that wisdom preserves the life
of him who has it.

Sir.14 Versus 20-27

[20] Blessed is the man who meditates on wisdom
and who reasons intelligently.
[21] He who reflects in his mind on her ways
will also ponder her secrets.
[22] Pursue wisdom like a hunter,
and lie in wait on her paths.
[23] He who peers through her windows
will also listen at her doors;
[24] he who encamps near her house
will also fasten his tent peg to her walls;
[25] he will pitch his tent near her,
and will lodge in an excellent lodging place;
[26] he will place his children under her shelter,
and will camp under her boughs;
[27] he will be sheltered by her from the heat,
and will dwell in the midst of her glory.

Isa.1 Verses 18 to 20

[18] "Come now, let us reason together,
says the LORD:
though your sins are like scarlet,
they shall be as white as snow;
though they are red like crimson,
they shall become like wool.
[19] If you are willing and obedient,
you shall eat the good of the land;

[20] But if you refuse and rebel,
you shall be devoured by the sword;
for the mouth of the LORD has spoken."

Hos.4 Verses 1 to 3

[1] Hear the word of the LORD, O people of Israel; for the LORD has a controversy with the inhabitants of the land.
There is no faithfulness or kindness,
and no knowledge of God in the land;
[2] there is swearing, lying, killing, stealing, and committing
adultery;
they break all bounds and murder follows murder.
[3] Therefore the land mourns,
and all who dwell in it languish,
and also the beasts of the field,
and the birds of the air;
and even the fish of the sea are taken away.

Mic.4 Verses 1 to 2

[1] It shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the house of the LORD
shall be established as the highest of the mountains,
and shall be raised up above the hills;
and peoples shall flow to it,
[2] and many nations shall come, and say:
"Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD,
to the house of the God of Jacob;
that he may teach us his ways
and we may walk in his paths."
For out of Zion shall go forth the law,
and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.
